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Textiles have been Joyce’s favored medium since she was a
child. First sewing garments for herself, then designing
historical costumes, she eventually took a more artistic route.
Free-motion machine embroidery, embellishments and a
variety of quilting techniques are used in her work.

The foundation was created by weaving fabrics. The
next layer is bobbin work from the back. Then more
yarns are couched from the front and the piece is
finished with hand beading.

Embroidery, bobbin work, couching, hand-dyed silk
cording and beading were added.
